When he
wanted to relax, he enjoyed fishing, watching old westerns, reading, and
spending time with loved ones. 

 

Arthur is survived by his wife of forty years Shelia, daughter Angela Durham,
sons Jimmy Durham and Lee (Emily) Durham, one grandson, Dallas Durham,
and one granddaughter, Chloe Durham. He is also survived by his brother
Doyle (Mary) Nail, one aunt, two uncles, numerous cousins, and extended
family members.
